Solomon’s name means peace or peaceable. Of all the sons that David had, it is said of Solomon, the Lord loved him (2. Samuel 12:24-25) .  When King David was old and stricken in years (1. Ki. 1:1) , Bathsheba reminded him of his promise concerning Solomon (1. Ki. 1:15-21). David made Solomon King in his stead (1.Ki. 1:28-35), and anointed him (1. Ki. 1:36-46).
